TOURNAMENT OVERVIEW & SCHEDULE

The Pepsi USBC Youth Championships begins with league denadifying. Bowling centers with certified USBC Youth
leagues are automatic qualifying sites. Since qualifying begirisglleague level, there is no entry fee at this level. League
level qualifying will be between Oct. 1, 2009 and Feb. 2302Please noteThe league level window includes October to
accommodate high school leagues. Please contact your stateé&zBepsi tournament director if your league needs to take
advantage of a window eatrlier than the one specified by yostate/zone

Qualifying competition is held in divisions based ontte bowler's age as of Aug. 1, 2009:

11 and under Boys Handicap 11 and under Girls Handicap
12 and above Boys Handicap 12 and above Girls Handicap
12 and above Boys Scratch 12 and above Girls Scratch

Winners in these divisions will advance to the state/zone cdinpetiith some earning scholarships.

The Scratch Division winners and runners-up from the state/finals will receive a berth from USBC into the 2010 USBC
Junior Gold Championships to be held July 10-16, 2610dianapolis. USBC will waive the $150 entry fee for thathletes.
There the bowlers will compete for additional scholarshipdataito all athletes at the USBC Junior Gold Championships.
The advancers must be USBC Junior Gold program members or be gible and purchase a membership prior to the
championships. There is no requirement to be a Junior Goldrpgram member to enter the Scratch Division at the local
or state/zone level.

The following is a guideline to assist you and ytmurnament committee in developing the Pepsi USBGth
Championships in your state/zone. These guideshesld be used in conjunction with all other petit materials.

The tournament committee should familiarize theneselvith the materials. The following guidelined Wwelp you and
your committee utilize these materials to theilefsil potential. Use these guidelines and reféném as you review the
other materials and develop your state/zone guadjfievels.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Complete the "State/Zone Tournament Director anghi@ittee Form." The form contains room for five guitiee
members, not including the Tournament Directoris Hoes notnean each state/zone must have five committee
members. The state/zone determines the numbenuhitee members. If more room is needed, plessmémbers on
an additional sheet and attach it to the form.

BERTHS/QUALIFYING

Key points in deciding the qualifying option faur state/zone:

1. In order to begin developing your state/zonali(ping procedures, you will need to review thespible options. First,
you need to determine how many league level quatifwindows your state/zone will havemember that you
have the option to advance 1:1 from league to theert level.

2. Second, you will need to determine how manyityirag levels after the league level your statele@avill conduct.
The simplest way to conduct this tournament isaeehboth age groups qualify through the same lafels
competition. Remember, you have the option of@tapcompetition at any level after the league léoethe 11 and
under divisions.

3. Begin with the "12 and above Qualifying OptidnBetermine which of these three options woulst tfi¢ your
state’s/zone’s membership numbers and geograpfoatia Once the option is selected, then determimeh 11 and
under option fits with the option selected for fifand above age division.

As you study the options keep in mind the following

Center level qualifiers may be held within eachteerin a cluster of centers, or association wide.

If the state/zone decides to hold the center lewaipetition, they must also hold a sectional leaghpetition. Advancing from
center level to state/zone level is not an option.

The 11 and under age divisions must advance beyymnidague level of qualifying. They do not hawatlvance to the
state/zone level. However, at the last qualifiisngel for the 11 and under divisions, winners mestive scholarships.

All divisions in the ages 12 and above must advandthe state/zone level of competition and winqeus any additional berths
must receive scholarships.

All six divisions must be offered throughout all aplicable levels of competition. (i.e. 12 and abowseratch
division must be offered in your state/zone regardiss of the number of entrants.)



RULES

The rules worksheets provide suggested bowlingdtsrand fill-in-the-blank rules for each competitievel. These are
the minimum rules required. You and your committae decide to add to these rules within the parermef USBC
Playing Rules book. Rules already listed for dagkl cannot be deleted. Please refer to “Claifoms on Rules” for a
better understanding of each rule. Remember temaleral photocopies of the forms before fillingrm out.

When completing the rules keep in mind the follgwin
League level competition is October 1, 2009 — Felawy 28, 2010.

All competition past league level is already ceifted. In the area for the tournament certification number on
award applications, indicate Pepsi USBC Youth Chamipnships and certification number #4022.

All the dates must be strictly adhered to during tle competition.

All divisions at each level beyond the league levelust bowl a minimum of three games. However, thage 12
and above divisions at the state/zone level mustWwba minimum of six games to establish an averagerfthe
national finals.

Center and sectional qualifying levels must be copleted by April 30.

State/Zone finals must be completed before May 30

BOWLING CENTERS

To promote the USBC relationship with Pepsi and BPBSBC is requiring that all sectional and staeels take place
in BPAA centers that have signed the national Pepsiract:

SCHOLARSHIPS/FINANCIAL

1. Your state/zone will need to raise and/or rez@nney to collect the
money in the Scholarship Funds program. Dongdbto go
to bowl.com for fundraising ideas and companiesvbload
the free information.

2. USBC automatically holds the amount of fundsignated on the chart in the USBC SMART
program. Also, as required by USBC Rule 309selfiolarships awarded during USBC certified comioetit
must also be forwarded to SMARMII scholarship prize awards must be forwarded to \$BC
Headquarters for deposit with the SMART program (Stolarships Management and Accounting
Reports for Tenpins) within 30 days after the end fothe tournament (USBC Rules 301d and 309).



NOTE: Scholarship funds cannot be utilized by theecipient prior to high school graduation. Scholaships
administered from previous leagues/tournaments shadi be forwarded to SMART for final
disbursement. Failure to comply with the precedingnay result in a forfeiture of the recipient’s high
school and/or collegiate eligibility.

3. Each tournament director must complete a SMA&REipient Information Form to indicate the amowftaoney
SMART will administer. This must be provided to 8RT by July 1, 2010

4. As with all USBC youth certified tournameras, Awards/Financial statement is required withirda9s after the
completion of your state/zone competition.

In choosing the window and dates the committeelshaep the following in mind:
The state/zone tournament committee must selact tihe above five options.
A window cannot begin before October 1 and canrterel past February 28.

It is the state's/zone's responsibility to pubésid promote the selected window(s) and dates to all
associations, bowling centers and leagues thaepsddSBC youth membership through the state/zone.

The two, two-week option, can be four consecutieeke as long as every two-weeks are treated as
separate windows. The two-weeks can also be tparate two-week periods. However, each two-week
window must consist of two consecutive weeks. Thusre cannot be four or two individual weeks
associated with options A and C above.

If a bowling center is unable to conduct qualifyingduring the times the committee sets, these dates
can be changed for that center with the tournamentlirector's permission.

If a bowling center misses the first week of a tweek window, or the first window of a two, two-week
window, the center can still participate the rermajrweeks.

If the committee selects the two, two-week optabpowling center can choose only to participateria of
the windows.

Please note that USBC promotes and encouragdatek/Zones to conduct two, two-week qualifyingdews (option
A) or the one to one option (option E). USBC asoourages all bowling centers to participate ergwindow offered.
By decreasing the amount of qualifying time you @eereasing the opportunity for an athlete to saholarship money
for the future and the chance to compete in a nakimurnamentif a coach is unable/unwilling to run the qualifying
for the USBC youth members, a parent or other respusible party can be designated to conduct the quéling for
that league.
